A message from the Word and 
Contemporary Worship   
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Both originally from Christchurch, Alon and Tracy Mayhew have been in Wanaka 
since 1981 and 1982 respectively and right from the beginning have been active 
members of our church, with Alon initially teaching Bible Class and then Youth Group 
throughout the 80’s. Tracy was a JAM club teacher for 2 years.

We often say that church is not just a building, but a huge amount of team work goes 
on in the background to ensure the efficient management of the practicalities of 
stewardship…and none more so than in a town that has been growing rapidly. If there 
was such a thing as a ‘Parish CV’ Alon’s would show his commitment to such 
teamwork….Managers since 1981, including Chairman for 5yrs. He was on the team 
for the Luggate Church Extension, the Hawea Church Extension and on CET – 
(WPCCC) Church Expansion Team as well as a member of the Combined Tarras 
Church Committee. Both Tracy and Alon were enthusiastic members of the Church 
Gala team for many years.

Office Administrator is such an important role in the life of the Parish,a role which 
Tracy has faithfully fulfilled for the last 17 years (during which time she was Treasurer 
for 2 years). The “Go to” person with questions and requests  (“Tracy will know”) and 
‘doer’ of a myriad of tasks that no one would really think about until they weren't 
done!


As they leave for Christchurch Alon and Tracy say,

There often seems to be a divide 
between what is viewed as

which is best, but somewhere along 
the way did we lose something?

During the weekend of 1st April, we 
were blessed to have a visit from 
Malcolm Gordon. Malcs was initially 
appointed to a newly created position 
of ‘PCANZ Worship, Music & Arts 
Enabler’ back in February 2014 and 
now carries out his role through the 
Knox Centre for Ministry and Worship 
in Dunedin.

As well as sharing songs and stories 
at a Saturday evening concert and 
working with our musicians and the 
team leading Sunday worship, Malcs 
ran a hugely inspiring morning 
workshop here entitled ‘The Art of 
Worship.’

Yes, when styles of worship are 
debated, it often becomes all about 
the music. And that is where Malcolm 
Gordon…..Malcs the musician…
blindsided us. Because it wasn’t all 
about the music. He led us back to 
the basics of the liturgy and on a 
journey to explore the possibilities. 
We were truly immersed in worship 
and reminded of it’s beauty.


The Parable of the Lost Coin inspired 
a Call To Worship…we are all lost, we 
all need to be present. Prayers for All 
Creation, candles on a map. Lyrics 
and readings, each part flowing, 
linking to the next.

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The	building	of	the	new	Naogoan	Children's	

Home	in	Northern	Bangladesh	has	started!	

Thanks	to	our	church's	enthusiasm	and	
contributions	so	far,	as	well	as	a	substantial	
donation	from	International	Needs	donors	
in	Canada,	it	was	decided	to	honour	our	
commitment	and	in	faith,	commence	
building	the	first	level	of	a	new	centre.		

This	centre	will	be	used	in	many	ways	-	as	a	
training	centre	and	other	outreaches	into	
the	community	as	well	as	an	education	and	
accommodation	centre	for	the	children.		

There	is	already	a	list	of	children	waiting.	
Some	are	the	young	street	workers	in	Dhaka	
whom	I	saw	come	in	to	the	headquarters	in	
Dhaka	for	a	few	hours	each	day	for	a	wash,	
some	food	and	a	lesson,	in	between	their	
work	on	the	streets,	where	they	are	
controlled	by	adult	gangs.		

By	taking	them	far	away	from	
these	influences,	they	will	have	
a	chance	to	start	their	lives	
again	and	with	a	good	
education,	have	some	hope	for	
the	future.
